For this reason, the vocabulary listswill usually put words that are
related together, with the root word, which is the shorter word, coming first, and the derivative words following it, in smaller
type.

- When there is are masculine and feminine forms of the same English word, they will be put side by side, with the masculine
form on the left, and the feminine form, on theright in smaller print. Typically, the feminine form will end with an “ea’ sound.

- When there are various spellings of the same word, they will also be put side by side, with one in large type and the othersin
smaller type.

- InaTamil word with long and short vowels, the syllables with the long vowel sounds are stressed. These long syllables will be
underlined in the phoneticsin al words with more than one syllable.

- Thereis abreak in the pronunciation after a consonant (aletter with adot). To indicate this, in the phonetics, an additional dash
will be put between a syllable ending in a consonant and the following syllable.

- The addition of the Q@amsi  suffix may add the thought of continuity, that the action described is not a one time thing, but is
taking place over time.

- It may also add the thought that the agent for the action described is receiving the benefits of the action. Thus, it is often used
when there is a reflexive pronoun (himself, myself etc.) used in the sentence. This Q&melr suffix can be added to many, many
verbs, too many to list.
